For Long Lining bring your horse, harness/surcingle or saddle including bridle.  Horse MUST be 

comfortable in bridle & saddle or surcingle, MUST be able to be started in long lines. 

Individual lessons of 45 minutes 
 

To have your horse evaluated as a driving horse, bring all the pieces you have (horse, harness, cart) 

 to be evaluated.  If you do not have harness please bring your surcingle or saddle including bridle,  

open bridle preferred, horse must be bitted and ready to be evaluated in long lines. 

Individual sessions of 45 min to assess the animal’s fitness and readiness to proceed. 

Lesson plans will be given to continue the training process at home.
